T IRELESS  DISCIPLESHIP  

The stories we’ve been hearing these weeks come from the very first chapter of Mark, 

and they show us the public ministry of Jesus in its infancy. Today’s account shows some 

of the strain or adjustment of his new life of preaching the reign of God, healing the sick, 

and casting out demons. Notice that after sunset, when darkness ended the workday, 

people brought the sick and possessed to Jesus. The following day he rose before dawn 

to get away by himself to pray, but to no avail. Simon Peter and the others don’t just look 

for him, they pursue him, filled with the fervor that his ministry has incited. With the self -

sacrificing example he gave until the end of his earthly life, he 

tells his followers that this is his whole purpose. Through Mark, he 

is also telling the early church, and he is telling us, that this is 

our purpose, our vocation: to be tireless in our pursuit of pro-

claiming the Good News, and in bringing the healing, reconcil-

ing touch of Christ to the world.

St Miki and companions: 
 

Jesuit scholastic and his 

twenty-five companions, 

were crucified by order 

of the ruler Hideyoshi; 

protomartyrs of the Far 

East (canonized in 1862 

by Pope Pius IX). 

Saint Jerome Emiliani:  Venetian soldier whose conversion led to the founding of The 
Clerks Regular of Somascha; dedicated to the poor and the education of youth; 
patron of orphans and abandoned children.    “For God, … does not work in those 
who refuse to place all their confidence and hope in Him alone.  But He does impart 
the fullness of His love upon those who possess a deep faith and hope: for them He 
does great things. 

 

Saint Josephine Bakhita:  kidnapped as a child by slave traders; name Bakhita 
meaning “lucky one”  Sold to a number of owners, purchased around age of 
twelve by Italian Consul; brought to Italy; served as a nanny; sent to live with the 
Canossian Sister in , baptized and eventually granted freedom. Lived for fifty years 
serving sistes as cook, seamstress, and portress ; beloved by her students for her 
sweet nature and musical voice; died 1947, canonized first Sudanese saint.
