moved so far away?2” one man asked another. “Perhaps,” the other replied, “you have moved
away. By standing still.” This exchange very well could have happened between Peter and Jesus,
had Peter been allowed to erect tents to stay on the mount of the Transfiguration. He nearly
succumbed to the temptation to stay in a place of wonder and light.
