CALL UPON THE LORD    The very first line of today’s first reading 

summons us to seek the Lord and to call upon God. This sentiment is 

echoed in the refrain for today’s responsorial psalm: “The Lord is near to 

all who call upon him” (Psalm 145:18a). Saint Paul is the embodiment of 

someone who constantly sought the Lord. In the excerpt we read today 

from his letter to the Philippians, we find Saint Paul toward the end of his 

life, a life he describes as completely consonant with Christ. He writes, 

“For to me life is Christ” (Philippians 1:21). To find out what it means to 

live life completely in accord with Christ we need look no further than 

today’s Gospel. There we find that God’s love and mercy are 

immeasurable for all those who seek and call upon the Lord.

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EXPOSITION: people kneel as priest brings Holy Eucharist 
to the altar and place Blessed Sacrament in monstrance. 
O salutaris Hostia is sung.   
 
 

ADORATION: pray; read scripture, recite Rosary.   
BENEDICTION: priest goes to the altar, genuflects, kneels, 
incense Blessed Sacrament; Tantum Ergo is sung. Priest 
leads people in prayer. After prayer, priest dons humeral 
veil, goes to altar, takes up the monstrance, turn towards 
the congregation. Elevating monstrance, priest solemnly  
blesses people by slowly making the sign of the cross  
with Blessed Sacrament; returns, kneels and leads Divine 
Phrases.  
REPOSITION: hymn Holy God, we Praise 
Thy  Name is sung.  The priest goes to the 
altar, genuflects, removes the Blessed 
Sacrament from the monstrance, places it 
in the pyx. He goes to the tabernacle to 
repose the Blessed Sacrament within it;

gratuitous care of the sick; 
mentioned in Roman Canon; 
patrons of physicians, 
surgeons, druggist, barbers, 

Wednesday, September 27.  Saint Vincent de Paul: 
renewed the clergy and defended 
the poor and the abandoned;  
founded the Congregation of the 
Missions (Vincentians); with St. 
Louise de Marillac founded the 
Daughters of Charity; patron  of 
charities, of hospitals and prison-
ers, and of Madagascar.  
“God does not consider the outcome of the good work 
undertaken but the charity that accompanied it.” 

Saint Wencelaus: duke of Bohemia; 
sought to bring the faith to his people; 
killed by his pagan brother, Boleslaus; 
patron of the Czech Republic and 
Slovakia.  

Thursday, September 28 

Saint Lawrence Ruiz and Companions: today the church 
commemorates sixteen martyrs of 
Nagasaki, Japan, during years 1633-
1637; they included nine Japanese, four 
Spaniards, one Frenchman, an Italian, 
and the Philippino, Lawrence Ruiz, the 
father of a family and protomartyr of 
the Philippines; after enduring horrible 
tortures, their bodes were burned and 
their ashes scattered by order of the 
ruler. 

Friday, September 29.  

Saints Michael, Gabriel and Raphael, Archangels:  

this biblical messengers signify God’s transcendence and loving 

care: Michael (meaning “Who is like God?”),  patron of security 

forces and of the sick.   Gabriel (“God’s Strength”), patron of 

telecommunications and postal service.   

Raphael (“God’s Remedy”): patron of travelers and the blind.
